
APPEAL
TO

ALL FREE NATIONS, STATES AND THEIR GOVERNMENTS

ON THE 10th ANNIVERSARY OF THE BALTIC DEPORTATIONS



Today the peoples of the republics of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania look 
back on the most sorrowful decennium in their history. In the night of June 
14, 1941, a year after the forcible occupation of the Baltic States, the Soviet 
occupational authorities organized a mass deportation of Estonians, Latvians 
and Lithuanians, intentionally and treacherously violating the basic human 
rights and universally accepted norms of international law. Deportations sim­
ilar to the one of June 14, 1941, have occurred at later dates, destroying 
homes, separating families and causing the death of thousands of innocent 
victims.

The iron curtain isolating the Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian peoples 
from the West prevents them from telling the free world of their sufferings 
and the persecution they are subjected to.

For this reason we, the free Estonians, Latvians and Lithuanians, feel in 
duty bound to represent and defend the rightful claims and interests of our 
countrymen.

Having met today, on June 14, 1951, in Stockholm, we protest jointly 
against the cruel treatment of our peoples by the Soviet occupational author­
ities, which will eventually result in their annihilation.

On the basis of the Declaration of Human Rights and the statutes of 
UNO we venture to request UNO to demand from the USSR a full account 
of the fate of the victims of Soviet terror, above all the leading citizens of the 
republics of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania.
