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The University Library In Torun and the KazimierzWielki University 
Library in Bydgoszcz offer as many as almost four million items to 
their users. An important part of their stock includes some relatively 
rare items which are extremely valuable for academic teachers and 
researchers, or anyone studying the historical and cultural heritage 
of the region. A 21 "-c. lbrary should be a place where tradition meets 
modernity. Therefore, both institutions decided to digitise with the 
result that 28 000 items, not previously available electronically. can 
be found today through me Ku;awsko-Pomorslca Digital library - KPDL 
(kpbc.umk.pl) 'Websita In addition, plans were made to expand an open 
catalogue through IS 000 electronic bibliographic descriptions to 
give permanent and free access to a total of 43 000 digital documents 
and thus increase the libraries' potential value for users. 
The complete list of resources digitised by the KazimierzWielki Uni­
versity (Uniwersytet KozlmlerzaWielkiegu I UKW) in Bydgoszcz inclu­
des items from its own collections, as well as documents and materials 
belonging to the Museum of Education in Bydgoszcz and the Nicolaus 
Copemicus Provincial Public Library in Torun. 
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Wanda and Karol Poznanskl Archive (lOO Items): a collection of documents, 
correspondence, notes, photographs, press clippings and works of art do­
nated to the UKW Museum of Diplomacy and the Polish Diaspora by~­
da Poznanska - the widow of the diplomat Karol Poznanski. 
The legacy includes documents related primarily to the Polish diplomatic 
service in the interwar period and that of the Polish Government-in-Exile. 
Both Karol Poznanski, Consul General of dte Second Polish Republic in Pa­
ris (1927-1934) ancl ln London (19l+-1945).ancl his wife (a representative 
of the Polish Parliament) partldpated In ay European evoents. These induded 
the peace negotiations between Poland and Soviet Russia in Rip as well as 
the conferences In Lausanne and Genoa. twidence from which includes an 
offprint of the Peace Treaty of Rip, diplomatic credentials, appointments 
to consular olices, visas and dplomadc: passports. Pre-war photographs do­
cumenting the diplomatic service (conferences, meetings, celebrations), u 
well as private life (balls, banquets) and the actiYtty of Polish emigres In Gre­
at Britain, Canada and the United States, are of great value accompanied 
by articles written by Wanda Poznar\ska for Radio Free Europe.The colle­
ction is a unique and extremely Interesting resource for research on the 
history of Polish diplomacy and emigration. 
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Diplomatic credentials for Karol Poznanskl as Consul General of the Repub­
lic of Poland in Paris, sisned by lsnacy Moscicki, President of the Republic 
of Poland, by jozef Pllsudskl, First Marshal of Poland, and August Zalewskl, 
Minister of Foreisn Affairs, Warsaw, I 0 February 1927 
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Stanislaw Kialb was a soldier In September 1939 who was deported to Siberia 
durinJ WWII IS an oft1cer of the Polish Home Army. a historian who after me 
war collected documentary evidence of Polish military activities In the Wll­
no/Vilnius rqion. These Included handwritten notes and plans for Operation 
Os1ra 8n:Jma. an attempt by the Polish HomeArrrrt to take Wilno from Nazi 
Germany in July 19+4.1here Is also extensi'M correspondence between Stanf· 
sl'aw KWka and 1he participants of military operations carried out in the Wll­
no reaton, and a areat many photocraphs.lncludi'w lftque ecamples from the 
plac in Vorkutl, where he himself was Imprisoned in 1945-1956. The second 
part of the collection comprises responses to a call for materials for the 
Sbrmlc: PolslciWalczqceJ no ICtesoch ~Wsdlodnkh ~ com­
piled by the Bydaoszcz branch ofTowarzystwa MitoSnik6wWilna i Zieml 
Wilenskiej. The resource comprises handwritten biotraPhical details. Home 
Army service records. photocopies of documents conftrmin1 active service 
in the Home Arrrft, and photDJraphs of soldiers. The collection of personal 
doalments, formerly under the lnchfdual ownership of seYeral hundred peo­
ple. includes photoanphs and U1 offlcial fonn oudini"l the personal details 
cl KazimierzAugustowskf • Commander of 1f1e Wilno and Nowogr6d District 
and answerable directly to me Home Army Command Headquarters. partici­
pant of the Warsaw Uprisin1 In the "Czata -49" battalion, and imprisoned by 
me Germans In Zelthaln Stalac. Likewise of JOzef Bujnowski, a poet. essayist, 
literary historian who worlced IS full professor at me Uni'lersity of Amsterdam, 
and of Michat Bamsz • a Polish architect specfalisins in Catholic and Orthodox 
church architecture. In addition there are photographs showins Lieutenant 
Antonl Burzynskf (1911-19-43) aka Kmldc. Commander of the first Polish parti­
san unit in the Wilno re&~on. murdered by Scwiet soldiers in 1943. 
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Reminiscences from Bydaoszcz Inhabitants (600 audio recordings and -400 phe> 
tos): part of the archive built up by the UKW Library. The reminiscences 
and photographs recall the former appearance of the city, important histo­
rical, political and artistic events, outstanding personalities related to Byd­
goszcz. its businesses and Industrial plants, glimpses from everyday life, and 
its former multicultural character with national minorities, etc. The most 
extensive are 192 audio recordings from Wie.Hlw Modrzyilski in which he 
not only shares memories of his family history but spins an extremely co­
lourful story, peppered with many details about the history of the city, the 
region, the Bielawy district and the house formerly occupied by d'le writer 
and theatre aiticAdam Grzymab.-Sieclecki (also mesltiolted by EJibieta Kaht­
maja in her recorded story). The 8ydgoszcz literary comnulity and the city's 
culturaJ life are present2d In more detail in stories told by Ewa. a daughter 
of the journalist Jan Piechocki and speciaist in Polish language and literature, 
and by Stehn Pastusz.ewski, a writer, poet, journalist and local gcwemment 
official, a former member of the Polish Parliament and former deputy-m~r 
of the city.Their accounts contain Information about many people and events 
related to literature, journalism and art in post-war Byd1oszcz. Some recol'­
ded accounts by Andrzej Zasada and Czestaw Rzadkosz are devoted to dis­
tricts of Bydgoszcz, whereu that byTeodor Szczulcowski (a tailor) is to the 
town of Fordon (which In 1973 became a Bydgoszcz district too), and by 
Aurelia Stankiewicz to Gorzyskowo. Some colourful life stories of other pro­
minent residents of Bydgoszcz: are told by the canoeist and Olympian, Da­
niela Pilecka-Lewicka, while Prof. Maria Kuchciliska, a renowned educator, 
describes the UKW a.c:ademlc community in her account. Some hitherto un­
published photos complement the accounts. 
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The family archiw of jozef Sziigyi Trajtler ( 18n-l 923), head of the Railway 
Office in Bydgoszcz (200 Items): documents, letten, photographs. manuscripts 
and a family album collected by Cecylla Trajtler nee Bajewska ( 1879-1969), 
wife of j6zef, an engineer of Hunprian descent and a specialist in railway 
construction. Encourqed by his wlfe,JOzaf'Trajder moved to Poland In 1920. 
He organized railway services in Byd&oszc:z, later preventing the removal 
of its equipment and rolling stock by the Germans. The archiw comprises 
documents ('patents of nobility', passports. travel permits), memories (of 
j6zefTra;tler from his joumey to Poland. Including a r.st of returning Polish 
em,es. and the diaries of hfs clau&hter.lzabella ~written In her child­
hood in Konijc), postcards, e.g. from Bydaosza and the surrounding area, 
as wel as photoanphs. The latter rescu"Ce is l.lique and especially valuable. 
lt presents members of Cecylla and JOzefTrajder's family including Erazm 
Bot'¥% ( 1859-1928) who was a recoanized art colleaDr; the Ba;ewskl"s; the 
Boussifat de Merlcourt's: the Kom16ssy's, e.g. Ferenc ( 1817 -1892) who was 
a court painter of the Austro-Hunprlan Empire; me Prottung's, e.g. Fryde­
ryka Melania (1847-1912) who ran a respected salon in bov;and theTraj­
tlers themselves, e.g. jozef's father, Karol ( 1847-1929) who was an outstan­
ding teacher: The tnlly unique Items In the collection are an album with ph~ 
graphs of jOzefTraJtler at railway construclfon sites in Bosnia and Herzeaovlna. 
and Gra{osrtnial- notes from Antal Khendrl's lectures at the Budapest Uni­
versity ofTechnology.The documents were made available by Prof. Halina 
Stasiak. the grand-daughter of jozefTrajtler, a specialist in German language 
and literature, and a translator of Giinter Grass's prose. 
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UKWs special collection (500 documents): early printed material and gra· 
phic prints from the collection of the UKW Ubrary.ln terms of wlume, die 
largest is over 100 Items bound together from the 18tJJ century, including 
ofRcial published mltllrlals, copies of speeches deiNerecl in die SejmiParliunent.

ships, vehicles, squares, hotels, a restaurant and a summer theatre. 
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Collection of the Byd1oszcz Museum of Education (-400 items) from the 
Marian Rejewsld Provincial Ped110slcal Library in Bydgoszcz. These are port­
folios of teachers from BydJOszcz and the region, documenting their profes­
sional and non-professional activities.

The earlest are from the academic gymnasia fgnmmar') 
schools In Branlewo (18l5) and Toruli (1826) as well as Bydtom:z 
and Chojnlce ( 1828). The most recent printed material is from the 
1930s. The early published material mainly contains information 
about school activities, lists of teachers, subjects ta.ucht. information 
about students, readh"' lists, texts of teachers' 'dissertations' (these 
were occasionally printed separately) e.g. that of the distinguished 
head of the IY'"nuium In Braniewo, Maria Gideon Gerlach ( 1789-
-1 845). a Doctor of Phlosophy. from Wrodaw. Later reports Inclu­
ded chronicles, lists of staff rnenobers, information about the stu­

dents - relgion, previous schools, e.g. community education, private 
tutorlns, where the students came from, with whom they liftd 
(parents, family, foreiprs), required reading, information about 
the ~educational rnau:ws. t.mene issues, the ac:tivities d..,. 
ciftc dubs and usodlltlons, Information on external cooperatiori, 
charities. and student dormitories.
